The motive for this project is to make 

sustainability more accessible and understandable to the USF community by creating green 

guidelines with achievable and attainable targets. The major objectives of the project is to minimize 

and divert waste and collect data to track sustainability efforts. Benefits for the project include easy 

to follow guidelines for event managers or planners, reduce overall carbon footprint.
